ince the last publication many changes
have been made regarding the Trust's
activities. As you can see, we have at
last developed a logo which reflects
the Trust’s activities, namely, assisting
underprivileged children of the rainbow nation.

The Trust has adopted two additional schools during
2007. This process has once again been done
with the assistance of the Gauteng Department of
Education.

The two new schools are Tshepana Primary
in Orange Farm and Finetown Primary in the
Grasmere area. Unfortunately we have had to
withdraw from Igugulethu

Primary School, due to

lack of commitment from

the educators and the

school governing body.

This  withdrawal was

only done after much

consultation  with  all

parties involved.

The two new schools have
taken to the programme
with enthusiasm. The
benefits have been
noticeable in the short
time that we have been
there.

All new educators have attended motivational
workshops and a curriculum development
workshop, to ensure that all material donated
is used effectively, and to ensure everyone
understands the expectations of the Trust.

Apart from assisting schools with curriculum
development, we have continued providing
extracurricular assistance as well. Inkululeko
Yesizwe Primary School and Finetown Primary
were entertained by The Johannesburg Youth
Trust with productions of Oliver Twist and Beatrix
Potter Plays respectively. Tshepana Primary was
visited by Chris Boshoff’s traveling zoo.

A soccer tournament for the three schools was
also hosted at Tshepana Primary School. This
tournament was kindly sponsored by Tempest Car
Hire who provided each school with dream bags
consisting of a full soccer kit for each player, an
outfit for the coach and referee, as well as balls
and whistles. Infrastructure development has also
continued.

The administration block, staffroom and resource
centre at Inkululeko Yesizwe has been completed.
We are currently building a school hall and a
resource centre at Tshepana primary. Total
estimated capital expenditure is approximately
R4, 5 million.

Theshortageofclassrooms
remains a huge problem
at all of our schools.
Imperial Logistics have
assisted us at Finetown
Primary by providing us
with a container classroom
for 90 Grade R learners
who were sharing one
classroom.

They also provided heaters
for the classrooms to
ensure learners are kept
warm during the cold
winter mornings.

Umzamo Primary school had a severe shortage
of desks but a dedicated teaching staff. We are
confident that with improved conditions in the
classroom, the learners’ potential will be fully
developed.

Heinemann Publishers have once again donated
a large consignment of books to the Trust. The
donation has enabled us to develop libraries in
the classrooms of all literacy educators. Most of
the donated material has been distributed to our
adopted schools, excess stock has been donated
to other schools in impoverished areas.
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While the Trust has made great strides, we have
not done nearly as much as is required by the
learners. The need is just too great to comprehend.
Assistance from staff members, shareholders
and business partners of Imperial Holdings and
Ukhamba Holdings is always appreciated.

Official Opening of the Administration Block at Inkululeko Yesizwe

n the 17th March 2009, Imperial

Holdings and Ukhamba Holdings,

new Resource Centre at Inkululeko
Yesizwe Primary School in Vlakfontein, an informal
settlement south of Johannesburg.

The Imperial Group has donated R3 million for the
establishmentoftheresource
centre which is set to make
a significant impact on the
school’s ability to provide
quality education.
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This Resource Centre is fully
equipped with a staffroom,
general office, kitchen,
bookroom, printing room,
sick room, TV equipment
and library books. In
addition, the Imperial
Group has started building
a school hall at Tshepana
Primary School in Orange
Farm costing R3 million
which will be completed in
the next three months.

Community Development Trust has been working
with Inkululeko Yesizwe Primary School since
2004, and has contributed a total of R5 million
and also ensures that its contribution to the school
takes a holistic approach.

The Trust has been involved in all aspects of the
school’s development: providing the Experico
Numeracy Programme, supplying textbooks,

providing training for
educators, developing a
library with over 2000
books, providing desks and
educational excursions,
building a soccer field
and a netball court, and
in its latest development,
contributing a Resource
Centre.

The benefits of the Trust’s
assistancearenowemerging
at every level - from
the school management
teams to the youngest

learners. In  particular,
the Experico Numeracy
Programme is boosting

mathematics performance
to unprecedented levels.

Officiating at the ceremony, Imperial Holdings’
CEO, Hubert Brody, commented: “Since Imperial’s
involvement with the school, levels of numeracy
have improved by approximately 30%. This is a
significant step towards building a hew generation
of learners to fill the skills shortage currently
facing South Africa. We are proud to be part of a
project that was the dream of the late Bill Lynch, a
founder member of Imperial Holdings Ltd".

The Trust is currently involved with other primary
schools, Tshepana Primary in Orange Farm and
Finetown Primary School in Finetown.

A total of R12 million has been donated in
the duration of the project. The Trust remains
committed to ensuring that schools can offer the
best primary education
